2010 Mission Trip 

 The Clay-Platte Disaster Re-
lief Team has been actively develop-
ing plans that will fit into the state’s 
disaster relief program and also get 
as many of our members involved as 
possible. We are developing a first 
response unit that will be followed 
up by chainsaw units, mud-out teams 
and teams to assist at other sites as 
needed. We have our call-out list 
almost complete and will be testing it 
by the end of the month. We will use 
both email and a computer-aided 
automatic phone system to call out 
teams.  
 Last month we hosted the 
regional training at Camp New Hope 
with over 100 trainees in attendance. 
The were trained in chainsaw, mud-
out, chaplaincy, mass feeding and 
shower trailer.  

The Global Day of Prayer follows the three 
parts of the beginning of the Church: ten days 
of constant prayer leading to Pentecost, one day 
of prayer witnessed by the whole city and days 
of blessing that followed. For these reasons, the 
Global Day of Prayer has three parts.  
 
10 Ten days of constant prayer: May 13-22. 
Beginning on Ascension Day, May 13, millions 
of Christians will find ways to pray night and 
day throughout the ten days leading to Pente-
cost.  
1 The Global Day of Prayer: May 23. On Pen-
tecost Sunday, Christians in almost every coun-
try will assemble to pray. Many will gather in 
small groups in homes. Many will assemble in 
large stadiums and other public venues.  
90 Ninety days of blessing: May 24-August 21. 
As in the first Pentecost, transformed Christians 
transform their communities as they offer them-
selves to God as instruments through which 
their prayers can be answered. The Global Day 
of Prayer anticipates the forming of furthering 
of local alliances to bring practical, transforma-
tional blessing to their communities.
